Parents’/Spectators’ Code:

e Remember that children play sports for their enjoyment, not yours.

e Encourage children to participate, do not force them.

e Focus on the child’s efforts and performance rather than winning or losing.

e Never ridicule or yell at a child for making a mistake or losing a game. Positive comments are motivational.

e Applaud good performance and efforts from each team and congratulate all participants upon their performance
regardless of the game’s outcome.
